	2. Secure gas bottles in upright position with valves in off position

	Use proper cart  and chain or strap bottles to cart or other sturdy object, transport bottles in vertical position, keep safety caps covering valves until bottles are secured

	3. Use proper PPE
	Eye damage from flash/splash
Skin and hair burns


	Dark goggles
Long sleeves/pants and tight fitting cap or hat made of cotton or cotton/poly blends (NO nylon/spandex or technical clothing outerwear), heavy leather gloves

	4. Use proper tip nozzle for work to be done
	Eye damage from flash/splash
Excessive heat
	Dark goggles

Rosebud or smaller tip for heating, no actuator handle

Cutting tip has actuator handle for oxygen release

	5.      Set  working pressure on regulators
	Gauge Failure

	Stand to side away from regulators. Back off regulators to no resistance. Turn on valves SLOWLY, one- quarter turn only. Set working pressure on regulators SLOWLY.

	5. Use correct  psi setting for work being done
	Excessive heat, splash
Fire


	Start with 5 psi for acetylene and 30 psi for oxygen for cutting, increase acetylene by 1-2 psi for thicker metals
Rosebud heating tip= 14 psi acetylene, 15 psi oxygen
	Operator

	6. Work complete
	Damage to facilities and equipment
	Turn off valves on tanks first, then release pressure on gauges. Check for leaks, drain gas from hoses and rewrap
