	1. Make sure drill rig is shut off.
	Pinch points
	· Wear proper PPE – Steel toe boots, leather work gloves, protective lenses

· Follow proper lockout/tagout procedures: 
Lockout by removing key and unplug computer (track rig).  This will close main hydraulic valve and relieve pressure in lines. 
· Cautiously monitor hand and foot placement around rig

	2. Determine leak and route of access.  Proceed to contain spill
	Slips/trips/falls
	Use spill kit or oil dry. Follow path of access away from spill area.
	Driller/Helper

	3. Disconnect hydraulic lines
	· Pressure release in lines
· Pinch points

· Laceration/Frayed Lines
· Burns
	Wait appropriate time for engine to cool (usually 10 minutes). Wear proper PPE.
	Driller/Helper

	4. Install new lines
	·  Pinch points
· Lacerations


	Monitor hand and foot placement.  Wear proper PPE.
	Driller/Helper

	5. Remove lockout/tagout and test new lines
	Hydraulic leak
	Wear PPE.  Communicate between crew members that line is functioning properly. 
	Driller/Helper

	6. Add hydraulic fluid
	Spills
	Wear PPE
	Driller/Helper
